MIF 2004: Antwerp Workshop - Maritime Security - 12th July, 2004
The Chairman, Willem de Jong, attended on behalf of CEMT the above meeting and reports as follows:

The morning session was devoted to the subject of “New Horizons”. This is to be seen in the context of the recent developments which took place in MIF and which have been reported in the June 2004 CEMT Bulletin.

The co-ordinators explained the working of the co-ordination groups and gave up dates on the progress made.

The subject covered included shipbuilding issues, research and development, environmental issues, transport issues (such as Trans European Networks and short sea shipping) harbour and port issues and training and career development.

This was followed by a presentation on “E.U.’s Industrial Policy and how to be applied for the maritime industry”, by Jean Paul Mingasson, Director-General of E.C., DG Enterprise.

The morning session was concluded by the debut MIF viewing of the seafarer recruiting video “A Wave of Passion”, highlighting the crucial impact of the human factor in Europe’s maritime interests.

The afternoon session was devoted to the highly topical issue of maritime security, as the EU entered the second week of the ISPS Code coming into force.  In open forum a full-scale debate followed, ably animated by Prof Willy Winkelmans, Chairman of the Institute of Transport and Maritime Management, Antwerp.  Prof Winkelmans drew conclusions from the day’s issues:

· Maritime Security has always been a concern, only greater issue now - actions to counter threats need to be risk-assessed and cost-effective;

· Responsibilities lie where they fall - duplication (and worse, gaps) to be avoided; there are risks in trying to level the playing field between modes and between ports; 

· Maritime transport is vital part of a global business with global rules and constraints but ports and shipping have unique differences - must follow international route through IMO/ILO;

· Increased security effectiveness will come from better intelligence not blind enforcement - plus better use of technology (EU industry has capability) and better use of informed targeting;

· Good record of EU ports meeting ISPS deadline (though concerns over variations) - but future legislation must be compatible; Directives on Port Security/ Intermodal Security - must cover all elements of the port activity, or risks will remain - responsibility must be with the port;

· Containers should be sealed and the cargo declared 24hr before loading; 

· EU vs US Security cost-benefit comparison not favourable to EU but high level EU recommendation to spend €1bn pa;

· All actors on the maritime stage have part to play - as with range of expertise evidenced at MIF workshop.
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
