European Shipbuilding, Repair & Conversion - The Future

Conference Update

In addition to 16 papers presenting the latest developments in the European shipbuilding, repair and conversion industry, distinguished keynote speakers from the European Commission, the European Community Shipowners Association (ECSA), the Confederation of European Union Shipbuilders Association (CESA), the Association of European Shipbuilders & Repairers (AESR), the Committee on Research and Development of European Shipbuilders (CORREDES), and Lloyd’s Register of Shipping will give their views and perspectives on the future of the maritime industry in Europe.  The conference will be opened by the Chairman of Fincantieri.

The provisional programme has been produced, and the 2nd Announcement and Registration leaflets will be ready for distribution by the end of June.  Delegates will be able to register by post, fax or online.

The provisional programme is attached.

Developments of the MIF Work programme

Following recent developments within the MIF, this organisation  is contacting us at the request of the Co-ordinators, to seek our input into the review of the MIF's Working Groups.
In the light of progress since the Helsinki Plenary in 2000, the Co-ordination Group has reviewed the scope and themes of the MIF's Ad Hoc Working Groups and their management.  The following were amongst the conclusions reached: 
· that the working groups no longer need to be confined under thematic headings (manufacturing, transport, human resources) and should all be supervised, as a whole, by the Co-ordinators; 

· that there should be five industry co-ordinators rather than three, with MM. Guinier, Lueken and Orrell being joined by Bernard Dognaux (EMEC) and Patrick Verhoeven (ESPO); 

· that the work of the CG could be supplemented by representatives of other industry associations, as circumstances and issues allowed. 


As a result of these developments, MIF is requesting CEMT to raise a list of the priorities it sees facing its members that would be candidates for addressing within a future MIF Working Group.  At the same time, if  members of CEMT would like to lead the work of such a topic, that would be a powerful factor in the Co-ordinators' consideration of future issues.

 Topics from the MIF AHWG on Environmental Issues

At 17 May the ‘kick off’ Meeting took place of the WG on Environmental Issues in Brussels.
A short report:

Flora, fauna, habitat/Natura 2000 Legislation

Ms. Coloby, representative of ESPO, described the ongoing activities of ESPO related to the legislation known has Habitat/Natura 2000 (Council Directive 92/43/EEC of 21 May 1992 as amended by Council Directive 97/62/EC of 27 October 1997). Ms. Coloby made also a brief description of other actions undertaken by European  Ports in the field of environmental protection, namely the Ecoport project and the ESPO Environmental Code of Practice.

Interest for the issue was expressed by several participants (FEPORT, EFIP, EUDA AWES)

Coatings (TBT)

Although a complete set of legislation banning  both the marketing and application of antifouling containing TBT is already in place, it was stressed how many problems are still to be solved, particularly in relation to the applicability of the regulation which is still  limited to EU flagged vessels.

All participants agreed on the necessity of Member States ratification of  the AFS Convention.

Other problems identified  are the lack  of:

· proper economic assessment on the use of free-TBT antifouling systems;

· data on TBT application outside EU;

· statistics on number of non EU flagged vessels painted with TBT Antifouling Systems calling at EU ports;

· possible  danger posed to marine environment from other compounds used in marine paints.

A  coordinator for the group needs yet to be found; CEPE will inform the group on its possible future involvement.

Ship-related air emissions

ECMAR volunteers to co-ordinate the group which will discuss all Ship-related air emissions ( smoke, noise emissions, odor)

The item includes a number of issues to be addressed,  including the identification of a clear methodology to calculate emissions.

With the installation of Automatic Identification Systems (AIS) on board of the vessels, shore based stations will be able to access a wide range of information related to emissions, but until a clear way to calculate the emissions of SOX and NOX  has been established it will be difficult to comply with legal requirements on emissions limits.

Many participants have a direct interest in the subject (ECMAR; ECSA; EURMIG; EUDA; IPIECA; EMEC; )

Quality maintenance

Participants agreed on the necessity of further reflections before starting discussions within MIF.

Ship recycling

Mr. Mulder,  chairman of the  Stichting Tanker Ontmanteling Platform (STOP), volunteers to coordinate the group working on the feasibility of environmentally-friendly ship-recycling in Europe.

Cruise industry/passenger vessels

EMEC volunteers to chair the sub-group on Cruise Industry which will focus mainly, but not only, on waste management

The problem of waste reception facilities was also raised but it was recognized the necessity to discuss the issue separately.

Oil spills prevention/response

IPICA volunteers to chair the group which will discuss problems related to oil spills prevention and response. 

Any other topic

Ballast water treatments were proposed as a possible argument to be discussed in the future within the MIF Environmental WG. Nevertheless at this stage participants agreed to postpone the discussion.

Short Course on Fatigue and Fracture of Ships

BMT Fleet Technology is offering a short course on the Fatigue & Fracture Analysis of Ship Structures in London, in October 2004. 

The course provides an historical overview of typical fatigue and fracture issues over the past five decades and includes  lectures on current quantitative assessment techniques to analyze the fatigue and fracture performance of ship structures. Intended for naval architects, naval maintenance engineers and ship superintendents, the course provides information to assist with design optimization, material specification, and the scheduling of repairs and maintenance activities.

Understanding real dynamic loads on propulsion systems

As recent experience with diesel engine frigates and large and fast containerships has demonstrated, when it comes to designing propulsion installations, all too often the focus is on a nominal situation, which has no real relation with operational conditions at sea.

In order to address this a number of the key players in the field, including Wärtsilä Corporation has formed a co-operative research programme with MARIN, Delft University of Technology and the Royal Naval College (RNLNC) to try and understand the real dynamic loads on propulsion systems and the associated phenomena that may lead to wear and damage. 

The Benelux Branch meeting at TU Delft, to be held later this month, will highlight the activities and findings of the two academic partners in this research project: Delft University of Technology and RNLNC.

In what promises to be a truly fascinating lecture, those attending will gain a unique insight into the project by way of two short presentations on the main areas under consideration.

At RNLNC a PhD project was initiated three-and-a-half years ago to try and understand how a frigate’s two propeller shafts are affected during a sharp turn. At Delft University work concentrated on the effect of sea-state on the propeller and diesel engines, and how radical changes in the way propulsion systems are controlled can impact upon this area.

Both lectures will show the benefits that co-operation between operations can bring.

Nominations are invited for the 2004 RINA - Lloyds Register Ship Safety Awards.

The RINA – Lloyds Register Ship Safety Awards recognise the contribution which individuals or organisations have made to the improvement of safety at sea, or which have the potential to do so.  An individual’s contribution may have been carried out over a period of years, although in-service products should have been introduced more recently.

Entries may be submitted by individuals or teams from universities and industry from any country, and may cover any aspect of safety, including design, construction,  research, equipment or operations. There are separate categories for individuals and teams.  An Award of  £1500 is made in each of the categories and will be presented at the 2005 RINA Annual Dinner.

Nominations may also be made by member who is aware of recent work by an individual, university, company or organisation which has or could lead to an improvement in safety at sea.  The nomination should include brief details of the achievement.  The nominated university, company or organisation will then be invited to submit an entry.
